SUMMER INSTITUTE FOR TECHNOLOGY & ENGINEERING (SITE)


Who We Are:
Emerging Leaders in Technology and Engineering, Inc. (ELiTE) is a New York City based nonprofit organization that encourages the growth of socially responsible leaders in engineering and science.  One of the ways in which we fulfill our mission is through our Summer Institute for Technology and Engineering (SITE).  SITE is a 3-week STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math) summer camp offered free of charge to high school students in select countries around the world.  
We are currently seeking university students, recent graduates, educators, and STEM professionals to join our team.  Accepted applicants will travel to Tanzania, Jamaica, or Ghana for one week to one month next summer to serve as instructors and facilitators for SITE.
What We Do:
ELiTE takes a hands-on approach to STEM education by providing students with experiment-based lessons to better understand core topics and relationships in engineering and science.  SITE classes are held Monday through Friday for 3 weeks on school campuses in each country.  Our 2012 programs will be held throughout the summer: the Tanzania SITE will run from June 25 – July 6 (2 weeks), the Jamaica SITE will run from July 9 – July 27 (3 weeks), the Ghana (Koforidua) SITE will run from Aug. 6 – Aug. 24 (3 weeks), and the Ghana (Cape Coast) SITE will run from Aug. 27 – Sept. 14 (3 weeks).
Days are divided to include experimentation, student-lead discussions, and comprehensive design projects. Topics taught include Human Physiology, Physics (Energy and Fluids), Physics (Construction and Machines), Chemistry, Information Technology, Advanced Computing (Programming), Standardized Test Prep, Environmental Science (Water) and Electronics. On a typical day in a SITE Electronics class, for instance, students are given various electronic components to perform experiments with and record their observations.  Afterwards, ELiTE teachers would lead student discussions to compare observations, develop theories, and express relationships that could then be derived into equations.  Later in the program students might be given solar panels and basic electronics components and asked to apply what they've learned to build solar-powered lanterns.
Our Expectations:
Accepted applicants who commit to our program will be provided with leadership training and the detailed SITE 2012 curriculum prior to their departure.  Facilitators will be expected to familiarize themselves with the course material and prepare notes and lesson plans as necessary.  Examples can be supplied if necessary.
Food and Lodging:
ELiTE’s local team of staff and volunteers will identify safe and affordable accommodations for SITE Facilitators.  The cost and type of accommodation may vary from luxury hotels to private guesthouses.  While the ELiTE staff may organize a few group dinners, instructors are responsible for their own daily meals.  Weekly trips to local markets will be coordinated to purchase food and necessary supplies.  Instructors will have ample time to explore the country on weekends and/or outside of program hours.
Cost and Budget:
There is no registration fee or program cost to volunteer with ELiTE.  However, volunteers are responsible for their own travel and lodging costs including airfare, travel visa, immunizations, lodging, daily meals, leisure activities, etc.
Applicants are encouraged to apply for grants and seek donations. The total estimated cost for each program is listed below.

ELITE Teachers are expected to pay for their personal travel expenses as well as the registration fee to support program costs. We expect the total expense per teacher to be approximately $1500 to $2500 for a single SITE. There is a potential for some of this cost to be funded by grants, fellowships and other sources, but ELiTE cannot guarantee any awards and it will be up to individual applicants to support their expenses.  Most personal expenses, including flights can be covered through a 2013 tax write off or by a tax-deductible donation to ELiTE. Do you foresee any problems meeting this necessary cost?





Our programs run from June through September for about one month each. What is your availability for the summer? Is this availability flexible?  Our official program dates are as follows: Tanzania from June 25 – July 6, Jamaica from July 9 – July 27, Ghana (Koforidua) from Aug. 6 – Aug. 24, and Ghana (Cape Coast) from Aug. 27 – Sept. 14. Instructors will be expected to arrive in country up to a week before the program start date to get adjusted before classes begin.
